SUBMISSION FORM
HALFTONE is a celebration of the printed matter in all its forms. An initiative by PhotoIreland, with the support of Black Church Print Studios, and the partnership of Hahnemühle, Inspirational Arts, The Copper House, Hang Tough Framing, and Picture Bloc.
Applications are now invited from fine art printers, illustrators, designers, photographers and any artists and creatives alike to submit works produced not earlier than 2014, to be displayed and sold at the HALFTONE print fair.
 
Submissions should include the proposed works in any technique such as screenprint, stencil, risography, lithography, etching, inkjet printing, etc., without any limitation of approach or concept. All selected works will be on display during HALFTONE, at The Library Project from the launch at 7pm on Thursday 24 November 2016, when they will go on sale.
This year, we are offering a special discount to all HALFTONE participants for printing with Inspirational Arts and The Copper House, and for framing with Hang Tough Framing, and Picture Bloc - just get in touch with Julia Gelezova at julia.gelezova@photoireland.org
Guidelines & Requirements
TIMELINE
■ Deadline of submissions: midnight 6th November.
■ Delivery of Artworks Deadline: 6pm Sunday 20th November to The Library Project - However, delivery of accepted artworks is encouraged to be done right away, and anytime before that date.
■ HALFTONE Launch: 7pm Thursday 24th November
■ Collection Deadline: 6pm Sunday 4th December
NOTE: RECEDING DEADLINE!
Do not wait until the deadline to submit. The sooner you do it, the better. Why? This year we will be accepting works and planning the hanging as submissions get accepted. Submissions are being replied to within 48 hours with a final decision. This means that the walls will be filling up as we get closer to the deadline. If and when the walls are full before the deadline, we will stop accepting more works!
SUBMISSIONS
■ Individuals can propose up to 10 artworks via this form, and there is a €10 fee per submission form.
■ Your submission should include a maximum of 10 artworks with 2 images per artwork, as detailed below, making a total of 20 images maximum.
■ You must submit 2 images per proposed artwork:
– A digital copy of the artwork itself with a width of 2000px on the longest side. This image will be used to promote your work.
– A photograph or a mock-up of the print framed or mounted, as it is proposed to be presented at HALFTONE. With these images, we are able to asses the artwork, its presentation, and can plan its hanging.
■ Once you have the form and the images ready to be submitted, organise either a DropBox folder or a WeTransfer and send these files to pif.submissions@gmail.com
CONDITIONS
■ We will ONLY accept prints if they are framed, but can consider mounted prints if presented appropriately, wrapped in protective plastic.
■ We will NOT accept prints if they are presented unprotected, rolled-up, tubed, or if they are not in perfect conditions. We reserve the right to decline participation without any refund if this condition is not met.
■ No signage, branding, watermark, sticker, etc. should be visible anywhere on the artworks, except for signatures, and edition numbers if applicable.
■ All Items submitted must be available for sale, and will be sold at a standard 40% gallery commission.
■ We will add the standard 23% VAT to the price of your artwork, and all listed prices will be inclusive of VAT.
DELIVERY
■ At the time of delivery to The Library Project, all submitted prints are expected to be ready to hang, numbered, and signed as required.
■ Selected artists will be required to confirm their participation within 48 hours. If we receive no reply on time we may cancel participation and pass on the acceptance.
■ As always, we will handle all prints with the utmost professional care, but can not take responsibility for any damage caused to the prints while on display at The Library Project.
COLLECTION
■ All unsold artworks must be collected between 5pm Sunday 27th November and 6pm Sunday 4th December. All works uncollected after the collection deadline will be disposed of.
■ The artist is responsible for the appropriate packaging of the prints upon delivery and also on collection. The artist needs to arrange a collection time so the artworks can be prepared for collection, and cannot expect these to be ready before the arranged time.
