HALFTONE PRINT FAIR 2021
SUBMISSION FORM
HALFTONE is an initiative by PhotoIreland, hosted every November at The Library Project. Running 1st to 28th November this year, the fair brings together a large selection of works by established and emerging artists, showcasing Ireland’s exciting Art scene.
Applications are now invited from fine art printers, illustrators, designers, photographers and any artists and creatives alike to submit works produced not earlier than 2019, to be displayed and sold at the HALFTONE print fair, running 1st to 28th November this year.
 
Submissions should include the proposed works in any technique such as screenprint, stencil, risography, lithography, etching, inkjet printing, etc., without any limitation of approach or concept. All selected works will be on display during HALFTONE, at The Library Project from the launch on Monday 1st November 2021, when they will go on sale.
GUIDELINES
TIMELINE
Submissions Deadline: midnight Sunday 10th October 2021
Artists contacted: 11th-15th October 2021
Delivery of artworks: 18th to 24th October during opening hours, no artworks received after.
Launch: Monday 1st November

Running until Sunday 28th November
Collection of artworks: 29th November to 5th December during opening hours, no artworks collected after.
Please note: The timeline is the same for everyone and out of respect will not be changed to accommodate exceptions. You must read and review all information and dates in advance of submission, to ensure commitment, availability, and appropriate planning. If you need help, contact us right away; we cannot guarantee assistance a few hours before a deadline. As we have no storage facilities, we want to emphasise the importance of collecting artworks on the agreed time. Unfortunately, uncollected artworks will have to be donated or disposed of.
SUBMISSIONS
■ Individuals can propose up to 10 artworks per submission form, and there is a €10 fee per submission form. Entry is free for PhotoIreland patrons registered by August 2021. 
■ Your submission should include a maximum of 10 artworks with 2 images per artwork, as detailed below, making a total of 20 images maximum.
■ You must submit 2 images per proposed artwork:
– A digital copy of the artwork itself with a width of 2000px on the longest side, at 144dpi. This image will be used to promote your work online and should be of good quality.
– A photograph or a mock-up of the print framed or mounted, as you proposed to hang it at HALFTONE. With these images, we are able to assess the artwork, its presentation, and will plan its hanging. These do not have to be of hi-res quality.
■ Once you have the form and the images ready to be submitted, organise either a DropBox folder, WeTransfer, or similar, and send these files to pif.submissions@gmail.com with the email subject HALFTONE 2021.
CONDITIONS
The conditions below are informed by our experience over the last decade selling artworks, and are aimed at making the most of your work, as much as a pleasurable and professional experience for you and the prospect buyer.
■ Unframed prints are accepted only if they are presented appropriately and professionally: 
- wrapped in protective plastic, with a backing rigid card or mounted, so prints can remain flat and stand independently. The wrapping should be neat and considered as part of your professional presentation.
- on the back there must be a paper, business card, or sticker with at least your name, and you can add the title of the artwork, price, and any other relevant details.

■ Framed prints should be in sellable conditions, without any damage to frame, glass, or artwork, and must have a hanging device already attached to it. We will not hang any frames that are not prepared to be hung. Prints can’t remain exposed when framed, so framing must include a protective glass, Perspex, or similar.
■ No signage, branding, watermark, sticker, etc. should be visible anywhere directly on the artworks, except for signatures, and edition numbers if applicable. Any personal branding should remain on the protective cover of the artwork and not obstruct the image itself.
■ All Items submitted must be available for sale, and will be sold at a 40% gallery commission.
■ By submitting, you agree that PhotoIreland will use your images to promote your work and HALFTONE online via the website, social media, and by sharing it via our press release.
We reserve the right to decline participation without any refund if these basic conditions are not met.
DELIVERY
■ At the time of delivery, all submitted prints are expected to be ready to hang, numbered, and signed if required. We ask artists not to begin preparations, such as signing, framing, fixing etc. at time of delivery—the work must be delivered fully ready. You should take the packaging with you, any packaging left behind will be immediately disposed of.
■ Selected artists are required to confirm their participation within 48 hours. If we receive no reply on time, we may cancel participation and pass on the acceptance.
COLLECTION
■ All unsold artworks must be collected between 29th November and 5th December 2021 during opening hours. As we have no storage facilities, we want to emphasise the importance of collecting artworks on the agreed time. Uncollected artworks will be donated or disposed of.

■ The artist is responsible for the appropriate packaging of the prints upon delivery and also upon collection.
SALES
■ All sales of artworks are communicated after 29th November 2021, following the conclusion of HALFTONE.

■ The artist should send an invoice for the sale, minus 40% gallery commission, and include bank information. Payments are made via bank transfer only.

■The invoice should be sent promptly to guarantee prompt payment, as all HALFTONE payments will be processed within a dedicated timeline. Any invoices provided after 5th December are not guaranteed a prompt payment.
■ Invoices must be sent as PDFs. No payments are made without an appropriate invoice. Information within a text of an email is not considered an invoice.

■ Invoices will not be processed if an artist hasn’t collected any remaining artwork.
